Degree of difficulty: medium

We climb westwards towards ‘Paliochori’, the place where the village of Psari was
located until 1785 when it was completely destroyed by the Ottoman Nouri-Bey of
Corinth. The steep uphill route leads us to the summit of the mountain *Stavraetos’ @| Travpoerss

(1,700 m.). We admire the amazing view towards the Gulf of Corinth and the rock of ) /

Acrocorinth. After the occupation of the Morea by the Turks (1460) the inhabitants of —

the village fled to the summit of the mountain. |t was there most probably that around AkolouBnote in gﬁpm;gn

1520 the Neomartyr St. Nicholas of Psari was born and brought up. Follow the signs

As we progress, the view towards Stymphalia grows ever more impressive. We can

imagine the demigod Hercules destroying the Stymphalian iron-beaked birds. We

continue along the crest of the mountain and reach the ‘Siouri’ saddle. This is the

place where the French traveller Fr. Pouqueville stopped in 1817 and exclaimed that

‘Nothing in the world can be compared with the ‘mournful’ appearance of

Stymphalia’. Here the Roman Emperor Hadrian constructed underground tunnels

through which the waters of Stymphalia were conducted to supply the town of Ancient

Corinth.

To our right, lie the ‘Apelavro Mountain’ and the lofty firs (Abjes Cefallonica) and

stands of cedars (Cedrus libani). Here is also the rock of ‘Gidomandra’, which

Pouqueville suggested was the royal tomb of Epytos. We are permitted to gather

in moderation scented tea (Sideritis clandestina) and oregano (Origanum vulgare).

We make our descent to the place where in 218 B.C. Philip V, King of Macedonia

defeated the army of llia led by Euripidas, who campaigned with the aim of plundering

the area. We reach the exit of “Hadrian’s tunnel’ and the lane leads us to the historic

“Chani tou Gatsiopoulou” (Gatsiopoulos Inn). We admire the aqueduct which
