PSARI — GAVRIAS — PROPHET ELIAS — PSARI

9.1 km. / 3 hours
Degree of difficulty: medium

We take the path in the direction of the foot of mountain *‘Gavrias’, which plays the role

of containing the icy winds of Ziria and preventing them from destroying the Nemea

vineyards.

Following the goat tracks created centuries ago by the flocks, we reach a scenic viewpoint
AkoNoUBAGTE Th orpavon before the summit of Gavrias. From there we can gaze across all four points of the
Follow the signs horizon. We can admire the view even as far as the mountains of Roumeli which are barely

visible in the mist. In front of us is Psari —which was almost completely burned by the
MNazis in the summer of 1944 as a reprisal for the resistance of its inhabitants — and to
our right is the charming village of Asprokampos and its abundant vineyards created
around 1970 at the site of a seasonal lake which used to exist there. The scent of thyme
(Thymus Vulgaris) and coridothymus (Coridothymus capitatus) completes our collection
of the senses.
We descend towards the public road via a route with dense vegetation which leads us
afterwards to the climb toward the ‘Galariza” mountain. The flora, as we ascend, becomes
limited exclusively to wild pear (Pyrus spinosa) and Kermes oak (Quercus coccifera) which
make the going difficult.
It is a wonderful moment when, at the summit of the mountain, we discover wild pears,
which the herdsmen, with their love of nature, have grafted and changed into pear trees.
We walk along the mountain ridge of ‘Galariza’ in the direction of the chapel of Prophet
Elias and the cool air from Ziria revives us. The view of the symmetrical fields to the right
in the village’s valley is refreshing. A stop at the chapel offers additional rest and gives us
the strength to enter the dense wood which commands the valley from above and we lose
ourselves among the tall pine trees (pinus halepensis). The view of the village from here is
unique.
With this picture in mind we descend towards the village cafe, completing our excursion
with a congenial raki.
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
